Fiscal year 2019-2020 ended with offertory contributions under budget by ($72,725). A contributing factor in this
reduction was due to the suspension of masses caused by pandemic. The Christmas offertory and the CSA overages
totaled $89,091 ending the year with a net surplus of $18,102. Administrative costs totaled 65% of the overall operating
costs. Christian Service and Evangelization programs were a mere 1% of operating costs. Maintenance, building repairs

and utilities costs came in under budget due to contributions made to the building fund.

The 2020-2021 budget has been completed and approved by the Archdiocese of Detroit. Unfortunately cuts had to be
made in this budget to keep the parish sustainable. The parish is operating on target with the goals set in the current

budget.
