Christmas is a season of sharing. As I walked down the shopping aisles recently I
noticed how shoppers were busily pursuing gifts for friends and loved ones.

In this season of Advent and Christmas, let us all challenge ourselves to focus our Christmas joy and celebration on
Christ, and remember these brethren in our prayers. Remember those who have no chance to celebrate Christmas because
of difficulties in their lives, and help them whenever possible by our own charitable actions. This means that we should
be generous in sharing our joy with our brethren, especially those who are poor and needy and those without joy.

Christmas is a season of joy. “Joy to the world the Lord is come!” Isaac Watts says in his popular Christmas carol. How
do we share in this joy? We must cast off deeds of darkness; cast off anger, pain, disappointment, and sorrow. There is a
reason to be joyful, and that reason is the birth of the Christ-child. See how parents, family, caregivers, and friends
receive the news of a new born baby with joy. Shouldn’t we also be happy when God Himself has decided to visit us in
the form of a child? Be happy and joyful! In fact the Psalmist says “shout with joy to the Lord...” (Ps 98)

also, continue and not be just at Christmas. What we begin this season should grow into fruition.
